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Our background - 

Playbusters was originally set up to address the lack of safe, good quality play areas for children and young people in the East End of Glasgow. However, in response to local need Playbusters has developed since it started in 2002.

What we do now - 

Playbusters is managed by a voluntary Board of Directors consisting of parents and grandparents from the wider East End. You can see the full Playbusters team on the chart on the next page.

Our main projects which run throughout the East End are – 

Grow Green with Glasgow’s East End – Encouraging residents to live a more sustainable lifestyle through a variety of methods. We also have a community allotment which is currently coordinated by one of our volunteers. 
Connecting Generations – bringing people of all ages together through various workshops (sharing skills and sharing knowledge)
Volunteering Programme – This increases confidence, skills, knowledge and self-esteem of individuals and benefits the whole community. We have a team of over 70 volunteers who are involved throughout our whole organisation in all its projects. 
Youth Activities – Clubs for young people to attend for fun in a safe environment. We also have a youth board and young volunteers. We run a guitar club for young people to learn together. 
Easy Spanish – Classes for everyone to learn in a fun way. Classes are for pre-5, adult, parent and child and Easy Spanish football. 
Go Play – This encourages young people to play outside and play more creatively. Young people direct their own play and are encouraged to develop in this way
